notice to SMA Infrastructure of suspension of the CMP and:

a. The CMP will be suspended from the time
that TMR reasonably determines the breach occurred

b. The relevant provisions of the relevant law
will apply, and the Agency responsible for the relevant law
will enforce the breach of the CMP.

c. The CMP will be reinstated from the date TMR notifies
SMA Infrastructure in writing.
